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iFAX .95 Documentation





Things to do before using iFAX:


Sign up for a trial Faxaway™ account that includes $5.00 worth of free faxes for testing.  The trial Faxaway™ account will be used as your fax account in the iFAX initialization file.  Information on signing up for a trial account is at http://www.geocel.com/ifax/


Make sure your Web Server supports CGI programs and identify the default directories for CGI files on the Web Server


Collect the documents you would like to Fax and verify that they are among the document file types iFAX supports





Installing iFAX software on the server:


Copy the ifax.exe and wmifax.exe into either the directory your CGI will call them from or the standard directory for CGI programs (CGI-BIN, etc.)


Copy the sample ifax.ini into your Windows directory





After installing iFAX:


Create an HTML FORM which calls the iFAX CGI executable as described below


Create an HTML File which thanks user for Requesting Documents.  This URL of this form will be included in ifax.ini


Configure ifax.ini (as described below) in the Windows directory for use with your documents





Creating the HTML FORM which calls iFAX:





Just as you would with most other CGI Scripts, create a <FORM> and specify the CGI script as the ACTION.  If you choose not put iFAX in the directory you wish to call it from, you must provide the path.  Below is an example:





<FORM ACTION="ifax.exe" METHOD=POST>





Next you need to specify the documents you would like to offer.  If you would like to offer multiple documents, you must use a <SELECT> box and specify the MULTIPLE flag.  If you would like to manually select documents without a <SELECT> box, you can use a Hidden input field in which multiple documents are delimited by a ‘^’ (caret) symbol.  Notice the VALUE option in each <OPTION> is the name of the document in the ifax.ini file.  Below is an example:





Select the documents that you would like sent to your fax machine:<BR>


<SELECT NAME="DOCUMENT" MULTIPLE SIZE=5 WIDTH=100%>


<OPTION VALUE="DOC1">What is Faxaway and iFAX?


<OPTION VALUE="DOC2">Description of Fax-On-Demand

Finally, the Fax number needs to be entered for delivery.  If you want to restrict international calls, here is a good place to state that.  This value can also exist in a Hidden input field if you are always sending the fax to the same place.  Below is an example:

Setting up the ifax.ini file:





Some system settings are Stored in the [IFAX] Section of the ifax.ini file.  Settings allowed in the [IFAX] section are:





	SERVER		SMTP Mail Server (sometimes mailhost)


	SENTURL		Full URL of HTML page to say faxes sent..	





Global  Faxaway Settings are Stored in the [FAXAWAY] Section of the ifax.ini file.  Settings allowed in the [FAXAWAY] section are:  





FAXAWAY  		Global default Faxaway™ account.


INTERNATIONAL	Accept International (outside US) Fax destinations.


DEFAULTAC		Default Area Code (ie. 555-1212 turns to 972-555-1212)

Documents are each stored in an individual section of the ifax.ini file.  You can override any global settings per document also.  There are three types of documents, which are explained below.  Here are the options for each document.


	FAXAWAY		Document specific Faxaway™ account.


	INTERNATIONAL	Accept International (outside US) Fax destinations.


	TYPE			Document type (FAXDOC, FAXBACK, FAXGRAM)


	FILE 	for FAXDOC	Document you wish to fax (see supported document types)


		for FAXBACK	Name of FAXBACK document on stored at Faxaway™


		for FAXGRAM 	Name of Field in HTML FORM to fax as message.





So, in the following ifax.ini file segments:

The fax would be sent from faxawayuser@geocel.com.  No international faxes would be permitted.  The document C:\DOCS\TEST.DOC would be sent as the fax.





[DOC2]


TYPE=FAXBACK


FILE=FAX2





The fax would be sent from the global Faxaway™ account.  The FAXBACK document, FAX2, stored at Faxaway™ would be sent.





[DOC3]


TYPE=FAXGRAM


FILE=FAXGRAM





The fax would be sent from the global Faxaway™ account.  The FAXGRAM field in the HTML FORM calling iFAX would be sent as the faxed document.
